...an internet safety guide for Parents, 
Carers, and Teachers  



Keeping up t o dat e wit h childr en s use of t echnology is challenging f or 
us all. I t can be har d t o super vise what young people ar e viewing and 
cr eat ing online, who t hey ar e chat t ing t o and t ext ing, and what t hey 
are downloading.   

Many childr en may have bet t er t echnical skills t han you; however t hey 
still need advice and protection when using the internet.   

The risks for children when using the internet include inappropriate:   

Contact:  Pot ent ial cont act f r om someone online who 
may wish to bully or abuse them. It is important for 
childr en t o r emember t hat online f r iends may not be who 
t hey say t hey ar e, no mat t er how long t hey have been 
t alking t o t hem or how f r iendly t hey seem. Childr en must 
keep per sonal det ails pr ivat e and agr ee not t o meet wit h 
anyone they have only contacted via the internet.   

One way t o help avoid t his sit uat ion is t o sit e t he f amily 
computer in an area of the house which will facilitate 
informal adult supervision.  

Content:  I nappr opr iat e mat er ial is available t o childr en 
online. Consider using  lt er ing sof t war e and agr ee gr ound 
r ules about what websit es you ar e happy f or your childr en 
t o use. Give t hem st r at egies f or dealing wit h any cont ent 
t hey ar e not comf or t able such as aler t ing someone when 
this happens.    

Ther e can be legal consequences of copying copyr ight ed 
cont ent . Encour age discussion about t he t ype of mat er ial 
young people download and t he need t o be awar e t hat 
downloading copyr ight ed mat er ial wit hout t he aut hor s 
permission is illegal.  

How are our schools meeting this challenge in East Dunbartonshire 

-  Our schools use a range of professionally produced teaching materials 
to ensure that all of our pupils have the necessary skills to keep them-
selves safe on-line.  In partnership with local police officers, our pupils 
wor k t hr ough a ser ies of lessons pr ovided by CEOPs (Child Exploit at ion 
and On-line Pr ot ect ion Agency) via t he Thinkuknow websit e 
 www.thinkuknow.co.uk  

This series of Internet safety lessons is repeated periodically through-
out your child s school car eer , addr essing t he issues in mor e dept h as 
your child becomes more mature. 

-  In our secondary schools there is the opportunity to access an on-line 
course in Internet safety, certificated by the Scottish Qualifications 
Agency (further details can be found at http://www.sqa.org.uk/

- We endeavour to ensure that our school computer networks are as 
secure as possible and that policies and procedures are in place to 
encourage sensible and appropriate use of the Internet.   

With the advent of Glow as a safe and secure on-line environment which 
our children can use at school or at home, you can be assured that your 
child is using the most secure on-line teaching tool available.  

Ultimately, safety on-line depends on each person following the rules 
which are there to protect them.  

Please remind your child that they should never tell 
anyone the password they use for Glow, the school 
network or any other password protected area that they 
access.
